IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

1. All activities will be located in the Streetsville Memorial Park on the first Saturday and 

Sunday of June as part of the annual celebration of the Streetsville Founders'  BREAD & 

HONEY FESTIVAL. 

2. Articles may be for sale and/or exhibit.  PST and GST are the responsibility of each 

participant. 

3. Exhibitors are encouraged to demonstrate their craft. 

4. Exhibitors and participants will be responsible for arranging and staffing their own 

display.  (Only one free pass and one parking pass will be provided) 

5. Exhibitor’s vehicles will be allowed on site for the purpose of unloading between 7:30 

am and 9:00 am on Saturday; between 9:00 am and 10:00 am on Sunday; and loading 

between 5:00 pm and 6:00 pm both days.  PLEASE FIND YOUR SPACE, UNLOAD, GET 

YOUR VEHICLE TO PARKING, THEN SET UP.  You CANNOT get your vehicle out of the 

park before 6:00 pm. 

6. ONLY ONE VEHICLE PER VENDOR AND YOUR VEHICLE (including any type of trailer) 

MUST BE PARKED IN OUR LOT, NOT AT YOUR SITE.  

7. Security will be provided overnight on Saturday, however, we are not responsible for 

any loss or damage.  Therefore, it is recommended that all exhibits and equipment be 

removed. 

8. NO hydro is available. 

9. All display material and equipment is the responsibility of the participant.  The Festival 

will have 8' long tables to rent ONLY if noted on your application.  All rental tables must 

be paid for in advance along with the $90 space fee .  If tables are not returned you will 

be responsible for the replacement cost of $100.00 per table. 

10. All handling of monies is the direct responsibility of the participant.  Rental fee will be 

forfeited for  "no show".  Cancellations MUST be received before, Monday,  May 10th. 

11. It is suggested that you bring along some means of shade (patio table umbrella).  Chairs 

are NOT provided, so don't forget to bring lawn chairs! 

12. For participants who are displaying or selling higher priced items, it is suggested that 

these items be catalogued and copies be made available to anyone showing interest.  

Business cards, even handwritten, are a good idea.  These steps will assist any 

prospective buyer in contacting you after the Festival. 

13. Dogs are not permitted. 

14. Remember - Bread & Honey Festival is a family event and runs RAIN OR SHINE.
